Installation Requirements
Fresh, uncontaminated hydraulic brake fluid from a sealed
container is needed. Refer to the service manual for this
year/model motorcycle to determine the correct brake fluid.

• 2006 vehicles WITH security siren: Disarm the siren with
the key fob or security code. See the service manual.
Remove the main fuse.

• VehiclesWITHOUT security siren:See the servicemanual.
Remove the main fuse.

WARNING
