Installation Requirements

Fresh, uncontaminated hydraulic brake fluid from a sealed
container is needed. Refer to the service manual for this
year/model motorcycle to determine the correct brake fluid.

Rider and passenger safety depend upon the correct
installation of this kit. Use the appropriate service manual
procedures. If the procedure is not within your capabilities
or you do not have the correct tools, have a
Harley-Davidson dealer perform the installation. Improper
installation of this kit could result in death or serious injury.

PREPARATION

A WARNING

« WITH security siren: With security fob present, turn ignition
switch ON. See the service manual. After system is
disarmed, turn ignition switch OFF. IMMEDIATELY remove
the main fuse.

* WITHOUT security siren: See the service manual. Remove
the main fuse.

INSTALLATION

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3. See the service manual. Remove the OE rear brake caliper.

4. Install the new rear brake caliper per service manual
instructions.

COMPLETION

NOTE

Verify that the ignition key switch is in the OFF position before
installing the main fuse.

1. See the service manual. Install the main fuse.

A WARNING

After servicing brakes and before moving motorcycle,
pump brakes to build brake system pressure. Insufficient
pressure can adversely affect brake performance, which
could result in death or serious injury. (00279a)

After repairing the brake system, test brakes at low speed.
If brakes are not operating properly, testing at high speeds
can cause loss of control, which could result in death or
serious injury.
