INSTALLATION

1. Remove existing front wheel assembly. Save axle, axle
nut and wheel spacers for kit installation. Refer to FRONT
WHEEL in service manual.

NOTE

Install short valve stem (43157-83A) included in the
installation kit. Discard all other valve stems.

2. See Figure 1. Install valve stem assembly (L ) on wheel.
Refer to TIRES in service manual.

NOTE

Install the primary bearing first using appropriate service
manual and WHEEL BEARING REMOVER/INSTALLER.

The side with the DOT marking is the primary bearing side.

The bearing shims provided in the installation kits are not
required and can be discarded.

3. Assemble wheel installation kit components and brake
disc(s) to wheel, using the appropriate service parts table.
Refer to FRONT WHEEL in service manual.

4. Install previously removed wheel spacers. Refer to FRONT
WHEEL in service manual.

5. Install front wheel (1), stock axle and stock axle nut. Refer
to FRONT WHEEL in service manual.
