INSTALLATION

1. Remove and discard the previously installed brake pedal
cover from the foot brake lever.

2. Align the brake pedal assembly (1) over the lever as shown.
Secure with screw (3) and washer (2).

3. Tighten screw.
Torque: 13.5 N-m (10 ft-lbs) Screw, button head
