NOTE: Facing the fog lamp lens, with the Bar & Shield logo
at the top, lamps are identified as "left" or "right" based on
direction of wire lead exit from the lamp housing, as if the
lamps were mounted outboard of the mounting bracket or
engine guard. Harley-Davidson recommends inboard
mounting of engine guard fog lamps. However mounted, the
Bar & Shield logo must appear at the top of the lens. See
Figure 1.

Lamps
must be installed with the Bar & Shield logo at the top.
